Acts 2:33-36 NOTES
PETER’S SERMON (Part 4) – THE EXALTATION OF CHRIST
Acts 2:22-36 (NASB) 
22  "Men of Israel, listen to these words: Jesus the Nazarene, a man attested to you by God with miracles and wonders and signs which God performed through Him in your midst, just as you yourselves know— 23  this Man, delivered over [to you] by the predetermined plan and foreknowledge of God, you nailed to a cross by the hands of godless men [the Romans] and put Him to death. 
24  "But God raised Him up again, putting an end to the agony of death, since it was impossible for Him to be held in its power. 
32  "This Jesus … God raised up again, to which we are all witnesses. 
33  "Therefore having been exalted to the right hand of God, and having received from the Father the promise of the Holy Spirit, He has poured forth this [Spirit] which you both see and hear. [meaning they had all witnessed the power of the Holy Spirit given to Jesus’ disciples to speak to each of these Jews in their own native language].
34  "For it was not David who ascended into heaven, but he himself says: 'THE LORD [God] SAID TO MY LORD [the Lord Jesus], "SIT AT MY RIGHT HAND, 
35  UNTIL I MAKE YOUR ENEMIES A FOOTSTOOL FOR YOUR FEET."' 
36  "Therefore let all the house of Israel know for certain that God has made Him both Lord and Christ—this Jesus whom you crucified." 

John Stott, “Peter’s conclusion is that all Israel should now be assured that this Jesus, whom they had rejected and crucified, God had made both Lord and Messiah.  Not of course that Jesus became Lord and Christ only at the time of His ascension, for He was [and claimed to be] both throughout His public ministry.  It is rather that now God exalted Him to be in reality and power what He already was by right.”
1. The resurrection from the dead and ascension into heaven’s glory at the exalted right hand of God the Father proves that Jesus Christ is Lord of all and Savior for all who will surrender their lives to Him.

John 3:15-17 (ESV) 
15  Whoever believes in him [Jesus Christ] may have eternal life. 
16  For God so loved the world, that he gave his only Son, that whoever believes in him should not perish but have eternal life. 
17  For God did not send his Son into the world to condemn the world, but in order that the world might be saved through him. 
2. However, God the Father also promised that those who deny and reject His Son Jesus Christ as the one and only Savior [Messiah] would be made to be a footstool beneath His feet.
Acts 4:10-12 (NASB) 
10  let it be known to all of you and to all the people of Israel, that by the name of Jesus Christ the Nazarene, whom you crucified, whom God raised from the dead—
12  "There is salvation in no one else; for there is no other name under heaven that has been given among men by which we must be saved."

John 14:6 (NASB) 
6  Jesus *said to him, "I am the way, and the truth, and the life; no one comes to the [God the Father] but through Me.
Romans 14:9-12 (ESV) 
9  For to this end Christ died and lived again, that he might be Lord both of the dead and of the living. 10  Why do you pass judgment on your brother? Or you, why do you despise your brother? For we will all stand before the judgment seat of God; 
11  for it is written, “As I live, says the Lord, every knee shall bow to me, and every tongue shall confess to God.” 12  So then each of us will give an account of himself to God. 

3. Bottom line: Those who reject God’s Savior Jesus Christ will be found guilty of opposing God Himself at the judgment seat of God.
Matthew 28:18 (NASB) 
18  And Jesus came up and spoke to them, saying, "All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth.
Romans 13:2 (NASB) 
2  Therefore whoever resists authority [established by God] has opposed the ordinance of God; and they who have opposed will receive condemnation upon themselves.
John 5:23-24 (NASB) 
23  so that all will honor the Son [Jesus Christ] even as they honor [God] the Father. He who does not honor the Son does not honor the Father who sent Him. 
24  "Truly, truly, I say to you, he who hears My word, and believes Him [God the Father] who sent Me [God the Son], has eternal life, and does not come into judgment, but has passed out of death into life. 

Romans 8:1 (ESV) 
1  There is therefore now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus. 
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
